The Paradoxical Commandments were written by Kent M.
Keith and published in 1968 in his booklet for student
leaders titled The Silent Revolution: Dynamic Leadership in
the Student Council. The Paradoxical Commandments
immediately began circulating among student leaders and
later the general public in the United States and overseas.

As the Paradoxical Commandments were shared, those
who shared them occasionally changed a few words or
changed the title and format. One version is known as the
“Ten Commandments of Leadership.” The version that
Mother Teresa put up on the wall of her children’s home
in Calcutta was titled “Anyway” and consisted of eight of
the original ten Paradoxical Commandments, reformatted
as a poem. Another version of the Paradoxical
Commandments often attributed to Mother Teresa, but
noticeably different from the version on her wall, is “The
Final Analysis.”

I love the diversity of our
community and I love the

openness of our community. In preparing for the Feast, our
hope is to provide an opportunity for people to share and to
listen to the stories of faith with each other.  We pray that
the Holy Spirit guide us to present not what “we want” but
instead to present what the”“community needs.”   Then to
come to the Feast and experience the openness of the
people in our community is truly humbling.  This past Feast
was no exception.

Scripture is a great place to see the diversity in our
Catholic community.  I saw many Bibles at the last Feast,
some of them were new, some had tabs and book marks
sticking out all over the place and some were high lighted
with notes in the margins.  I want to thank each and every
person who shared their “scripture” story, whether you
stood up at the Feast, shared at the table, in an e-mail or at
the grocery store.   It is so important to hear each others
stories and to understand that we are all in this together.  It
is truly inspirational.

And when I say inspirational, I mean that many friends
shared with me that they never really took the time or even
understood why they should read the Bible outside of what
they heard on Sundays.  A couple of people shared that they
even found the Bible a bit intimidating.  But as we listened at
the Feast, it became obvious that Scripture is not someone
else’s story, it is our story.

Scripture touches everyone differently.  What came clear to
me at the Feast is that it is not important whether you are a
scripture scholar, or you participate in a Bible study or
discussion group.  What is most important is that you take
some time to read the Bible.  Of all the stories we heard
people share about scripture there was one common thread:
the Word of God is making an impact on people’s lives.  They
may have found it comforting, they may have found it
challenging, they may have even found it entertaining, but it is
always thought provoking and life changing.

Every four months, our Finance Council will provide
the Messenger an offertory giving report like the one
above.

The average contribution of close to $11 a week
can be deceptive. It doesn’t mean that every household
gave that amount each week. Not nearly.

The average contribution is higher than most
households actually gave. That’s because about 1/3 of
our households gave a lot more than the average. In
fact, without their generosity, we’d have to slash our
ministries drastically. We’d be pinching pennies just to
operate for Mass on the weekends, never mind the
hundreds of activities that go on every day of the
week.

The parish owes a debt of gratitude to that 36% of
our households whose financial sacrifices are so critical
to operate. We must be grateful, as well, to those who
cannot give more, but give what they are able at a great
personal sacrifice.

As the report shows, well over half our households
(64%) haven’t given more than $10 a week. That
includes 42% who have been giving $5 or less.

Except for those who cannot afford more, the
generous 36% of our households, and those who give
less at great sacrifice, are an example for every house-
hold to follow.

Love is so important to
all of us.  We busy ourselves

with so many activities, getting caught
up in the rush of our lives, but at the
end of each day what matters is love.
We are made for love – to love and
to be loved.  God gave us the greatest
commandments.

“He said,“‘You shall love the Lord your
God with all your heart, and with all your
soul, and with all your mind.’ This is the
greatest and first commandment.  And a
second is like it: ‘You shall love your
neighbor as yourself.”   Matt 22: 37-39

What is love, though?  The Stations
of the Cross are, above everything
else, about love.

Each year the Church sets aside 40
days as a special time called Lent.  In
the northern hemisphere, where the
days are short and the nights are long,
Lent begins when all seems to be in
darkness.  As the days pass and
daylight begins to stay longer, signs of
spring begin to show themselves.  The
40 days duration of Lent was
determined in the fourth century.
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Stations of the Cross
Reflecting on our faith and on the
number 40 recalls the 40 days Moses
spent on Mount Sinai when he
received the commandments,
the 40 years the Israelites
wandered in the desert
before reaching the land
they were
promised and the
40 days of fasting
by Jesus in the
desert.  When we
journey with Jesus
on the Way of the
Cross these 40
days, we learn
what real love is.

The Gospel of
John tells us that
at the Last Supper
Jesus told his
disciples that they were no
longer servants, but friends –
friends of God.  “No one has
greater love than this, to lay
down one’s life for a
friend.”  In Lent we try to
think about Jesus as He
carried a heavy cross and
died for us.  We think

about how He showed us love.  One
special Lenten prayer that helps us

understand this love is the Stations
of the Cross.  From the time of
Jesus’ death, people have traveled
to Jerusalem and walked down
the same street where Jesus

carried His cross.
They walk and pray
and stop at special
places to remember
how he suffered.
Since traveling to
Jerusalem isn’t
possible for most
people, Christians all
over the world now
follow this kind of
“moving prayer” as
they reflect on key
moments in Jesus’

Passion.  There are 14
traditional “stations” or scenes
that take us from Jesus being
condemned to death, through

the carrying of the cross, to
his death and burial.  Some
people add a 15th station to
rejoice with “Jesus rising
from the dead.”
